WHEREAS:
i. The Organization is a development-focused national title that emphasizes leadership, advocacy, communication, entrepreneurship, personal growth, and responsible representation.
ii. The Organization currently holds the Miss Progress Franchise in Kenya.
iii. For the purposes of this Agreement, the Participant and the Organization shall collectively be referred to as “the parties.”

By submitting an application, attending auditions, or participating in any associated activity, the Participant agrees to the terms below:

PART A (ALL PARTICIPANTS)

1.   PURPOSE OF THE AGREEMENT
 The purpose of this Agreement is to set forth the terms and conditions of engagement between the parties.

2. FEES
The Participant agrees that;
a.  The application and assessment fee paid at the start of her engagement with the Organization covers administrative, coordination, and evaluation costs. 
b. All fees paid by the Participant to the organization shall be non-refundable. 
c. Payment of fees shall not in any way influence judging outcomes or selection decisions.

3. PROGRESS LAB
The Progress Lab is a professional development program executed by Reign Pageant Academy, the official training partner. Activities organized under the Progress Lab program may be attended by contestants as well as non-contestants. The Participant:
a. Agrees to participate in the Progress Lab as part of her training.

c. Recognizes that the fees paid for training under the Progress Lab program are separate from application fees.

4. SELECTION & JUDGING

a. Participation in any stage of the process does not guarantee selection, placement, or a title.
b. Selection is based on application review, project presentation, interviews, advocacy alignment, public vote, observed growth and professionalism, and overall suitability for international representation.
c. All decisions by the judging panel and the Organization are final.

5.  FINANCIAL CONTRIBUTION

a. The Participant agrees to make personal financial contribution regarding her wardrobe, travel, and any other incidental costs as may arise to facilitate her participation in the activities organized by the Organization, most of which will be held in Nairobi. 
b. All expectations on the same will be communicated clearly and in advance.

a. The Participant agrees to conduct herself professionally and respectfully, and refrain from any kind of defamatory or harmful conduct that would bring the Organization or its sponsors into disrepute.
b. The Organization reserves the right to disqualify or remove any participant on account of misconduct, which includes but is not limited to acting in contravention of the Code of Conduct under this clause.

PART B: TITLEHOLDER
The following terms apply ONLY if the Participant is selected as Miss Progress Kenya 2025/2026.
1. TERM OF THE AGREEMENT

a. This Agreement will commence on the………day of…… 20… and shall remain in full force and effect until the reign of Participant ends, unless terminated earlier per the terms of the Agreement.
b. The full duration of the reign shall be determined by the Organization, and it shall include the preparation period, participation in the Miss Progress International competition, and post-competition duties. 

2. DUTIES OF THE PARTICIPANT
The Participant agrees to:

a. Be the flag bearer for the Organization and represent Kenya at the 11th Edition of the Miss Progress International competition in Puglia, Italy between May and June, 2026.
b. Participate in rehearsals, official training sessions, and any other activities as may be required by the Organization, including those under Clause 3, Part A in preparation for the Miss Progress International competition.
c. Attend official events, public appearances, charity events, media interviews, brand photoshoots, and promotional activities as directed by the Organization.
d. Endorse products and/or services as directed by the Organization.
e. Make herself available for all pageant-related duties as well as agreed appearances and engagements during her reign. 
f.  Not undertake any other commitments that may interfere with her duties as set out herein without prior approval of the Organization.
g. Actively promote the brand and values of the Organization and its sponsors.
h. Seek approval of the Organization before representing the Miss Progress Kenya title in commercial or political contexts.
i. Dutifully follow guidance provided by the Organization and its partners on matters regarding her reign as the flag bearer of the Organization.
j. Fully comply with and adhere to all appearance obligations, rules, regulations, and guidelines established by the Organization, including but not limited to the Code of Conduct under Clause 7, Part A, as well as any other responsibilities associated with her role.


3. FITNESS TO HOLD TITLE 

a. The titleholder confirms she is physically and mentally able to fulfill the duties of the title, and agrees to communicate promptly if circumstances change.

b. Failure to meet international obligations required of the Participant by the Miss Progress International organization may result in withdrawal or replacement.

4. FINANCIAL OBLIGATIONS

a. The Participant acknowledges that participation in the Miss Progress International competition may require personal contribution toward her wardrobe, grooming essentials, travel documentation, travel insurance cover, and incidental travel expenses.

b. All public appearances done by the Participant as the titleholder of the Organization shall ONLY be done with prior approval of the Organization.
c. For the purposes of Clause 6(b) above, all styling and branding decisions shall be made by the Organization and communicated to the Participant in advance via the appropriate communication channels in the Organization.

7. EXCLUSIVE REPRESENTATION
During her reign, the titleholder shall not compete in or accept other national or international pageant titles without prior written consent from the Organization.
8. CONFLICT OF INTEREST

a. During the term of this Agreement, the Participant shall not endorse any products or participate in any events that conflict with the interests of the Organization, unless express written permission is granted by the Organization.

b. Any commercial brand endorsements or promotional content to be done via the Participant’s social media platforms must be approved by the Organization.

9. NON-DISCLOSURE 
The Participant agrees to keep confidential any proprietary information or details discussed during the course of or in connection with this Agreement, except for any disclosure mandated by law or expressly permitted by the Organization in writing.
10. LIABILITY CLAUSE 
The Organization shall not be liable for any losses incurred and/or obligations not fulfilled as a result of cancellation, postponement, or any such alteration of the international competition program as may be made in the course of this Agreement by the Miss Progress International organization.
11. BREACH OF AGREEMENT

a. Failure to adhere to the obligations outlined in this Agreement constitutes breach of contract and may result in suspension and/or withdrawal of the title of the Participant. 

b. Apart from the remedies outlined in Clause 11(a) above, the Organization may pursue any other remedies available at law or in equity, including but not limited to terminating this Agreement, seeking damages, and enforcing specific performance.

12. TERMINATION OF AGREEMENT

12.1  This Agreement may be terminated;
a. Upon crowning of a new titleholder; or 
b. Upon material breach of the express and/or implied terms set forth herein; or 
c. By either party, upon serving a thirty (30) days’ written notice upon the other party; or 
d. By mutual agreement of the parties, effective upon written consent of both parties. 

12.2  In the event that a party wishes to terminate this Agreement under the circumstances described under sub-clause 12.1(b) above, the Agreement shall be deemed to be terminated immediately upon service of a written notice to the breaching party.  

12.2.1 Such notice shall unequivocally outline the intention of the aggrieved party to terminate the Agreement, as well as the actions or omissions amounting to breach of the Agreement. 

12.3  Upon termination of this Agreement, the Participant shall surrender the official crown to the Organization in the same condition as it was handed to her.

13. DISPUTE RESOLUTION

b. If one or more provisions of this Agreement are found to be invalid, illegal or unenforceable, in whole or in part, the remainder of that provision and of this Agreement shall remain full force and effect as if such invalid, illegal, or unenforceable provision had never been contained herein.

17. GOVERNING LAW
This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of the Republic of Kenya.
